     Located in the beautiful White 
Mountains of New Hampshire this 
camp was founded as a faith-work in 
the early 1970s.  It was created as a 
place where other Christians could 
come to rest and spend time with the 
Lord with no concern about the cost, 
and the camp still operates with that 
same faith. 
     Contact us to come to a weekend 
rally and stay in one of our guestrooms, 
bring a trailer, or camp in a tent.  Once 
you experience the love and fellowship 
at Harbinger we know that you will want 
to keep coming back again and again.  



Our three sponsored family retreats include 
an early morning prayer time, breakfast, and 
then Adult and Youth Bible Studies.  In the 
afternoon the youth have an activity, and 
sometimes there are special programs for 
anyone to attend.       
     After supper there is an evening worship 
service with a guest speaker followed by a 
time of fellowship and snack downstairs in 
the dining room.  Everyone is also invited 
     

  
 
to a youth campfire after the evening 
services to sing songs for about a half hour, 
and then the adults are dismissed to give the 
teens a little more time to sing, and talk 
about various topics with our Youth Director. 
     We get rave reviews from people that 
attend the rallies for the wonderful food that 
is prepared so well by our different cooks. 
     From high up on Dalton Mountain you can 
look down through the clear mountain air, 
view the majestic mountains, and appreciate 
the inspiring work of God's creation. During 
your visit to the camp you may want to take a 
hike, swim for free at Burn’s Pond or Forest 
Lake State Park. 
     Harbinger has always been a faith work 

sustained by God’s faithfulness and the 
freewill offerings, pledges and gifts from our 
members and friends. This work has 
ministered to hundreds of people over the 
years, and people from all walks of life have 
been brought into a personal relationship 
with Jesus Christ.

     Our facilities are spread out over 15 acres 
and include: 
 
·  Sanctuary - 250-seat capacity, piano, 

organ, and sound system 
·  Dining Room – 150-seat capacity with a 

full commercial kitchen including a 
dishwasher, regular and convection 
ovens, and a grill.  

·  Guestrooms and two dorm areas are 
available on the grounds for housing 
those who do not have their own tent or 
camper. We can house groups of 50-60 
people for overnight stays. 

·   All buildings are insulated, and have 
heat, electricity, hot water, bathrooms 
and showers.  

·  Campsites are also available.  Some 
with electrical and water hookups for 
trailers. 

·  Ample space is available for tents.
